LONG STAY REHANDLE UPDATE

As a reminder, our Rehandling Charge was implemented on Jan 3™ with an escalation every 5 days. Today (1/7) is the
last day of that initial 5 day period. For those who have appointments on Saturday the 8" or Monday the 10", please
ensure you check our system to see if there are 2022 charges due which need to be paid prior to pick up.

For those attempting to pick up units which have been dwelling for a high period of time, please ensure you reach out
to our Customer Support Team at CustomerSupport@huskyterminal.net to take care of the 2021 portion of your
charges prior to coming in.

The Long Stay Rehandling Charge changed to the below charge table. For those with appointments on 1/3, please make
sure all charges are secured prior to sending a driver in.
A) No charge for the first 15 days following discharge

B) $315 charge implemented on Day 16
C) Additional $315 charge applied every 5 days beyond the first 15 on the terminal

a. Days21—25:5$315 (5630 Total)

b. Days 26 —30: $315 ($945 Total)
c. Days31-35:5$315 (51260 Total)

For those long stay units discharged prior to December 3™, a hard hold will be placed in our system. Payment and
release will be arranged by contacting our Customer Support Team at CustomerSupport@huskyterminal.net. For units
discharged after December 3™, our system will auto calculate with charges ONLY payable through our online portal.

*NEW TRUCK GATE OOG CHARGE **
EFFECTIVE JULY 1st

Please be advised, Husky Terminal will be making the following change with respect to the handling of 00G
cargo through our truck gate. Effective July 1st, 2021, all OOG loads (both import and export) will be assessed
a gate handling fee according to the below table. Charges will be payable by the consignee/shipper/trucker
and must be paid prior to delivery of the export or prior to picking up of the import. Payments will be
accepted through our online portal or through CargoSprint. If you have any questions, please do not hesitate
to reach out to us directly. We want to ensure there are no delays in the delivery or receiving of your 00OG
shipments after the July 15t start date.

Over height Surcharge

0-5%" No charge

6" — 66" $250 (Speed Loader)

Over 66” $1000 (e-gear/other specialty lift equipment)

Over Width Surcharge
0-18" No charge

Over 18” $1000 (e-gear/other specialty lift equipment)
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Trucking Community:
When selecting a chassis, please be aware of any possible damage or repairs needed.
